Eucharist means to give thanks. We do Eucharist as a community. We
praise and thank God for all of creation and especially for sending us
Christ, who died and was raised to new life, so that we can live that new
life now. Our family celebrations give us a chance to recall the many
wonderful things of the year and to offer thanks to one another and to God
for all the blessings we have received. We have so much compared to
others around the world. One of the great “sins” of our day is taking our
blessings for granted. The temptation is always to look at what we don’t
have, instead of counting the gifts, graces, blessings which we do have.
Forming grateful children is one of the biggest challenges of parenthood.

For many of us Thanksgiving is like a classic religious festival. It means
gathering friends and family, serving a special meal with more formality
than usual; it involves ritually important foods, the telling of stories, the
wishing each other well. Thanksgiving meals follow the pattern of the
Eucharist. We gather the people in our homes; we tell stories, especially
stories that are bigger than our individual ones; we offer thanks and we
share a meal. At Eucharist we gather the folks (form the assembly) listen
and respond to the “stories from scripture” and share the ritual meal. In
that process we are transformed into the body of Christ. Our home
celebrations of thanksgiving are like family liturgies. We take life in slow
motion to realize God’s presence there and respond to that presence with
gratitude and energy to make the world a better place.

The family faith celebrations which we are offering help prepare for the
celebration of Thanksgiving on November 23. As part of the activities you
will create a family thanksgiving basket that can be used as a center piece
on your Thanksgiving table or buffet. It is an opportunity to take life in
slow motion and say “thanks.”
